You are a library, documentation centre,
etc. and you need to query several cata-
logues simultaneously: choose to access
the ISSN International Register via the
739.50 protocol (ISO 23950 and ANSI/
NISQ 739.50 standards).

739.50 access acts as a client-server
computer communication protocol: it
lets you perform searches in different
databases via a computerised network.

The linking ISSN, or ISSN-L, is a specific
ISSN that groups the different media of
the same serial publication.

A single ISSN-L is designated for all
media of a serial publication, irrespective
of how many there are.

A serial publication is associated with
asingle ISSN-L.

An ISSN-L simplifies the search, reco-
very and delivery of data for various
services including, in particular, search
systems and knowledge databases.

The ISSN-L of a publication can be acces-
sed on a table listing the ISSN-Ls with
the corresponding ISSNs, available on
the ISSN International Centre’s website.
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
